Target Audience:  The 14th Annual Jail Health Care Conference is intended for jail nurses, jail/
prison administrators, sheriffs, administrators of juvenile detention facilities, local health department 
staff/administrators, mental health professionals, social workers, prison health care staff, and other 
correctional staff. 
 
Purpose:   To enhance knowledge and skills to provide high-quality health care to inmates of adult 
and juvenile corrections and detention facilities.  To network with others sharing similar concerns in-
volved in all aspects of health service delivery to inmates. 
 
Training Credits:   Jail staff may claim this training for up to 12 recertification-training credits through 
the Training and Standards Bureau.
