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	Alcohol use can impair decision-making and result in risk-taking behaviors, including sexual behaviors; an unplanned pregnancy may be one result.  Studies also have shown that alcohol use during pregnancy can harm the developing fetus.  The Centers for Disease Control and Prevention (CDC) has reported that Wisconsin is among the states that report the highest rates of drinking among pregnant women and high-risk drinking among women of childbearing age.  
	 Wisconsin women of childbearing age are more likely to drink than women nationally (Figure 35).  In 2006, 66% of Wisconsin women ages 18-44 said they had at least one alcoholic drink in the past 30 days; this compares with 54% of women in the United States.
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
