To determine whether this case meets the case definition for confirmed or probable case, please check manifestations present below.   The final case definition will be applied by an epidemiologist at the state level.

Confirmed case: an illness meeting all six of the clinical findings listed below, including desquamation; if an individual dies prior to developing desquamation, but exhibits all the other five clinical findings, that individual is considered a confirmed case-patient.

Probable case: an illness that presents with five of the six clinical findings below

1.  _____ Fever: temperature > 38.9º C (> 102.0ºF); list temperature (___________)

2.  _____ Rash: diffuse macular erythroderma

3.  _____ Desquamation: One to two weeks after onset of symptoms, particularly on palms, soles, fingers, and toes

4.  _____ Hypotension: systolic pressure < 90 mm Hg for adults: lower than fifth percentile for children younger than 16 years of age; orthostatic drop in diastolic pressure of > 15 mm Hg from a lying to sitting position; orthostatic syncope or orthostatic dizziness

5.  Multi-system involvement: Three or more of the following count as one clinical finding for case definition purposes:

_____ Gastrointestinal: vomiting or diarrhea at onset of illness

_____ Muscular: severe myalgia or creatinine phosphokinase (CPK) concentration > 24

_____ Mucous membrane: vaginal, oropharyngeal, or conjunctival hyperemia

_____ Renal: BUN > 40 or serum creatinine > 3.0 or pyuria > 5 in absence of a UTI

_____ Hepatic: total bilirubin > 1.8 or SGOT > 80 or SGPT > 70

_____ Hematologic: platelet count, < 100,000

_____ Central nervous system: disorientation or alteration in consciousness without focal neurologic signs when fever and hypotension are absent

6.  _____ Negative results on the following tests if obtained: 

· Blood, throat, or cerebrospinal fluid cultures

· Serologic tests for Rocky Mountain Spotted Fever, leptospirosis, or measles

A. Isolation of group A β-hemolytic streptococci (Streptococcus pyogenes):
_____ 1. From a normally sterile site (for example, blood, cerebrospinal fluid, peritoneal fluid, or tissue biopsy)

_____ 2. From a non-sterile site (for example, throat, sputum, vagina, surgical wound, or superficial skin lesion)

B. Clinical signs of severity:
_____ Hypotension: systolic pressure < 90 mm Hg in adults or lower than the fifth percentile for age in children.

C.   Two or more of the following signs:

_____ Renal impairment: creatinine concentration > 177 μmol/L (> 2 mg/dL) for adults or 2x or more than normal for age

_____ Coagulopathy: platelet count < 100,000 mm3 or disseminated intravascular coagulation

_____ Hepatic involvement: alanine transaminase (ALT) or aspartate transaminase (AST) of total bilirubin concentration 2x or more than upper limit of normal for age

_____ Adult respiratory distress syndrome

_____ A generalized erythematous macular rash that may desquamate

_____ Soft tissue necrosis, including necrotizing fasciitis or myositis, or gangrene
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
